	Body/Kinesthetic
	Able to use a variety of physical skills, easily manipulates objects, movement control. Exhibits balance, coordination, strength and agility.
	Enjoys being physically involved. Uses gestures when talking, well coordinated physically, likes to take things apart, builds things, may find it hard to sit still.
	Facilitate learning experiences that: incorporate demonstrations, experiments, role plays, building, performances and tactile experiences in general.

	Naturalistic
	Able to relate to surroundings, sensitive to environment. Able to discriminate among natural things such as animals, plants and rocks. Recognizes patterns in nature and can group according to features.
	Enjoys exploring and discovering. Likes collecting natural materials and fascinated by natural objects. Aware of natural processes and cycles such as tides, moon phases or constellations. Likes to identify objects.
	Facilitate learning experiences that: require observing, exploring, identifying and categorizing. Time for refection in nature and metaphors related to nature are effective teaching tools.

	Musical/Rhythmic
	Able to communicate and understand through music. Think in rhythms, melodies and lyrics. Earliest intelligence to emerge.
	Enjoys humming while working, taps with foot, hands or objects, can remember songs and rhymes. Likes to make up songs. Senses musical elements in nonmusical situations.
	Facilitate learning experiences that: include singing, performing or poetry. Challenge learner to create song, dance, performance or a play around subject matter.

	Mathematical/Logical
	Able to think in a mathematical context. Effective use of numbers and reasoning skills to determine patterns, relationships, predict outcomes, classify, generalize and test hypotheses. 
	Enjoy determining cause and effect relationships, solving problems and quantifying outcomes. Follows complex reasoning processes, likes mind puzzles. Can remember thinking strategies and formulas.

	Able to successfully interact with others. Understanding of people, body language in order to respond and interact appropriately. Accurate perception of other’s intents and motivations.

	Facilitate learning activities that: include group work, active listening, leading, giving and receiving feedback, simulations, peer assessments, organizing and collaborative projects.

	Intrapersonal
	Able to understand and interpret internal stimuli. Accurate understanding of self including personal strengths and weaknesses. Aware of own methods of thinking and responding with the ability to modify own behavior.
	Enjoys time alone. Tends to be quiet and self-reflective. Always asks questions and tends to operate independently. Does not usually worry about other’s feelings or opinions. May daydream and express inner feelings in many ways.
